STARS supports children, adults and families suffering with Syncopes and Reflex Anoxic Seizures. Reflex anoxic

 seizures occur mainly in young children, but can occur at any age.  Any unexpected stimulus, such as pain,

 shock, fright, causes the heart and breathing to stop, the eyes to roll up into the head, the complexion to become

 deathly white, often blue around the mouth and under the eyes, the jaw to clench and the body to stiffen,

 sometimes the arms and legs jerk.  After 30 seconds or so, the body relaxes, the heart and breathing resume and 

the person is unconscious.  One or two minutes later the person may regain consciousness but can remain

 unconscious for well over an hour.  Upon recovery the person is very emotional and often sleeps for several

 hours, they also look extremely pale.  Attacks can occur several times per day/ week/month.

RAS is often misdiagnosed - 79% of sufferers are initially told they have a different ailment such as epilepsy or 

breath-holding. Some have even been prescribed inappropriate medication. STARS aims to raise awareness of 

the condition among the general public and the medical profession.

Syncope is the result of the temporary cutting off of the supply of oxygenated blood to the brain resulting in loss of 

consciousness and collapse.  This is usually due to a drop in blood pressure or a change in the heart rhythm.
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
